manifesto:  
For the work of La Monte Young there is no clear declaration or directrice line of ideas. He 
was used to work as a musician during years until he joined the artists Marian Zazeele and          
never the less, he always worked with sounds and colorfull ambiances. For this exhibition he 
works with the idea that the Dream House only exist with the participants. 
They create rooms in which music could be played continuously. Thus, it became a real living 
organism with its own life. In 1966, Maria Zazeela discovered the power of shadows produced 
by the colored lights projected on sculptural forms. It’s since become theire preferred medium. 
Fairly quickly they used oscillators, oscilloscopes, amplifiers and speakers to produce continu-
ous frequency environments. They have declared after test that kids as adults love this room 
leading to surprising effects with very deep feeling described in terms of wellbeing, serenity. 
Dream Houses are primarily places of spiritual experience. These are works that interrogate 
both the time and space.
 
tools: 1 room of 100 sq/metres, speakers, lights, yoga carpet, people to come around.

action:
Give a big space to people, invite them for get rest. Create a sonor environment and let there 
bodies vibrate on small carpets.

outcome:
This environment tries to disociate real to fictional. During a while (the one you choose), 
your body looses conscience of duration because nothing around gives you sensation of time. 
You don’t feel people around you, only exist your oun body and the lack of external world.
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
